Explanation:  
We would like to stress the importance of submitting a definitive organism identification 
when isolates are submitted for susceptibility testing. Beginning on the effective date, if 
an organism identification is not provided within 72 hours of specimen receipt, “ANIDE / 
Organism Referred for Identification, Anaerobic Bacteria” will be added and billed as 
appropriate.
